Poor delivery — mumbling,
slurring, lifeless delivery — can spoil communication. Whether you are trying to rouse a nation, or simply trying
to get across the fact that you have been sold a dead parrot, clear expressive speech will help you get your message
across.

This is not a book about ‘elocution’ or changing your accent, but a method of using simple speech techniques to
improve clarity and expressiveness. Ideal for classrooms. Edmund Pegge is a renowned actor who has spent many
years teaching speech techniques to young students.
